BOROUGH TREES AT BUILDING SITES
We need to see a site plan before construction begins.

Peter will supervise the process of inspecting a given site plan and of protecting Borough trees at building sites.
A bond should be posted as a liability issue.  
Should we hold a bond for two years to see whether Borough trees have died at a given building site?
The per diem fine for violating a tree ordinance is $150.

OTHER BOROUGH TREE ISSUES
Planting of new Borough trees is on schedule.
We will consult with Pam Zipse regarding the Town Management Plan.
Trees needing attention include a dead tree at the Swim Club and a Borough tree at 160 Pleasant Street.
Tree City signs need updating.
