The meeting came to order at 7:25 p.m. and the following statement was read: "This is a regular meeting of the Shade Tree Commission of the Borough of Haworth.  I am informed by the clerk that adequate public notice has been provided by posting a notice on the bulletin board in the Municipal Center, and by mailing notice to all persons who requested same and prepaid the cost fixed by the Council."

OLD BUSINESS
BOROUGH TREES AT BUILDING SITES
227 Valley Court—owner seeks permission to take down two Borough trees to expand driveway. Peter will evaluate the matter. 
Some debris has been removed at the Park & Haworth Avenue building site, but much debris remains, indicating the need to follow regulations.
The building site at Orchard, between Park & Maple, received a summons for not being sufficiently maintained. 

The idea was stressed that “any person” involved with a building site violation may be held responsible.

The suggestion was raised to consider posting such Ordinance-wording as: “You are in violation of these Borough ordinances” and “Fencing shall be placed at a distance of at least ten feet from a Borough tree.” (Mandating six-to-ten foot fencing around a Borough tree at a given building site, however, is yet to be validated and remains in question.)


NEW BUSINESS
Margaret needs a final Winter Tree Program list.
We will ask Margaret for a list of any trees, past or present, that have yet to be addressed.
Our new Ordinance of 14-10 has been signed by the Mayor and specifies the following violations and penalties:
Fine for a first-time offense: $1,000-$1,500
Fine for a second offense and for each offense thereafter: $1,500-$2,000
(The present per diem fine for violating a tree Ordinance is $150.)

OTHER BOROUGH TREE MATTERS
The Haworth Board of Health sided with the Tree Commission in protecting a Borough tree on Ivy from being cut down.

The Mayor said that permanent white dots painted on the trunks of Borough trees are unsightly and often misleading, and advised, instead, to use chalk.

The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m. The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, December 2, 2014, at 7: 25 p.m.
