ONGOING BUSINESS

The two trees that were at risk of removal in Memorial Field have been spared.

Tree City: Joe will contact Margaret re: Tree City, U.S.A. We will post the 2013 Tree City posters.


NEW BUSINESS

We need the Five-Year Management Plan.

BUDGETS

The proposed HSTC budget: $37,000.

Our Fall and Spring planting budget is $5,000. (This does not include the cost of the trees.)

Twenty whips at a cost of $50/whip = $1,000. 

Pruning and removal = $3,000

At this time, we cannot determine the ultimate cost of weather-related activities and emergency events as they affect our Borough trees and Budget. We have been granted FEMA money.

The cost of a Continuing Education (CE) speaker: $500.

The cost of a Certified Arborist for hazardous tree matters: $1,500.


OTHER NEW BUSINESS
 
The HSTC helps supervise the Swimming Pool area. A new proposed category that indirectly involves the HSTC is a program concerning Areas of High Volume in Parks and Playgrounds (such as near the churches and the Swimming Pool), at an estimated cost of $5,000.


The projected cost of a suggested mailing of 1,300 HSTC letters is estimated at $650-700. A possible opening line or introduction for such a letter may be: “You or your neighbor may have seen us.”

Various other tree-matters were addressed. 

The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m. The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, April 1, 2014, at 7:30 p.m.
