	A motion was offered by Mr. Weiss, seconded by Mr. Bain and unanimously carried that Ordinance No. 16-04 be offered for first reading.

	Ordinance No. 16-04 was then read by title only as follows:
	
BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS 2016 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS, BY AND IN THE BOROUGH OF HAWORTH, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY (THE “BOROUGH”); APPROPRIATING $597,280 THEREFOR (INCLUDING GRANTS FROM THE BERGEN COUNTY OPEN SPACE TRUST FUND AND THE BERGEN COUNTY COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT GRANT PROGRAM IN THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF $37,000) AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $533,600 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH TO FINANCE PART OF THE COSTS THEREOF

On discussion Mr. Volpe offered a motion to amend the ordinance to exclude the vehicle for the Police Department and to table it for further consideration as he said he would like to see instead the completion of the Stevens Place project with the new streetlights.  Discussion was held as to providing funds for that project.  Mr. Volpe’s motion was seconded by Mrs. Duffy.  Mr. Rosenberg said another ordinance would be needed regarding the street lights. 

	Mayor Smart commented the streetlights on Stevens Place would be tied into future improvement projects for St. Nicholas Avenue and Terrace Street.

	Mr. Bliss explained this bond ordinance is only appropriating the funds, items included would have to be approved prior to their purchase and if the funds are not used they can be cancelled; the Council is not approving the actual buying, just putting it in place, he said.

	Mr. Volpe said he did not agree the police vehicle is needed.

	Mrs. Duffy discussed the raising of taxes and how residents react as to what they see in the town.

	Mr. Rosenberg discussed repair costs for the Borough’s older vehicles.

	Mayor Smart commented on the savings on maintenance of the older vehicles and this proposed vehicle would perform various other functions.

	Mr. Volpe said there is no demonstration of need for this vehicle.

	Mr. Rosenberg it would be an extra patrol vehicle for storms, etc.

	WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-7 was adopted by the Local Finance Board on February 11, 1997, and

	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.2 thru 7.5 the Borough of Haworth has been declared eligible to participate in the program by the Division of Local Government Services, and the Chief Financial Officer has determined that the Borough meets the necessary conditions to participate in the program for the 2016 budget year.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the governing body of the Borough of Haworth that in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.6a & b and based upon the Chief Financial Officer’s certification, the governing body has found the budget has met the following requirements:

1.	That with reference to the following items, if applicable, the amounts have been calculated pursuant to law and appropriated as such in the budget.

	a.	Payment of interest and debt redemption charges
	b.	Deferred charges and statutory expenditures
	c.	Cash deficit of preceding year
	d.	Reserve for uncollected taxes
	e.	Other reserves and non-disbursement items
	f.	Any inclusions of amounts required for school purposes.

2.	That the provisions relating to limitation on increases of appropriations pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.2 and appropriations for exceptions to limits on appropriations found at 40A:4-45.3 et seq. are fully met. (Complies with the “CAP” law).

3.	That the budget is in such form, arrangement, and content as required by the Local Budget Law and N.J.A.C. 5:30-4 and 5:30-5.

4.	That pursuant to the Local Budget Law:

	a.	All estimates of revenue are reasonable, accurate, and correctly stated;
	b.	Items of appropriations are properly set forth
	c.	In itemization, form, arrangement, and content the budget will permit the exercise of the comptroller function within the municipality.

5.	The budget and associated amendments have been introduced and publicly advertised in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Local Budget Law, except that failure to meet the deadlines of N.J.S.A. 40A:4-5 shall not prevent such certification.

6.	That all other applicable statutory requirements have been fulfilled.

Open Meeting to Public

	The meeting was opened to the period of public discussion.

	Mrs. B. Borghi, St. Nicholas Av., questioned the purchase of the police vehicle included in the budget discussed earlier in the meeting.  

	Mr. Rosenberg explained the procedure whereby authorization is given to borrow the money, then a future vote to purchase the vehicle is required.

	Mrs. Borghi then referred to the increased taxes this year, suggested getting one more year out of the existing vehicle and questioned the type of vehicle being considered.

	Mr. Rosenberg noted reviews of these vehicles and the original cost of the vehicle is now down to $37,000 with the Police Reserves paying the difference from the earlier price.

	Mrs. Borghi then questioned the need for this vehicle and suggested waiting to purchase it.

	Mr. B. Celotto, Garfield St. said this purchase is creating a perception and asked for the sticker price for the vehicle.
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Open Meeting to Public – cont’d.

	Mr. Rosenberg responded it is $41,000, said he had sent Mr. Celotto all the numbers and explained the method of purchasing vehicles, reducing the number of the fleet, etc.

	Mr. Rosenberg explained a number of things that the police have been told “no” to and further explained the method of purchasing vehicles, reducing the number, etc.

	Ms. Borghi then referred to the Ambulance Corps getting the police vehicle which is being replaced and asked if this vehicle would then sit in someone’s driveway.

	Mr. Poosikian explained a new vehicle purchase for the Ambulance Corps had been deferred and this police vehicle will be used by the first person at the scene of an emergency call who is on duty and would not be assigned to one person all the time, it will be for whoever is on duty, not taken to work, etc. and assigned to different members of the Ambulance Corps.

	Mr. Weiss commented that $88,000 was taken off the capital budget.

	As there were no further comments, the meeting was closed to public discussion.

Close Meeting to the Public

	The following resolution was offered at 8:35 PM by Mr. Poosikian, seconded by Mr. Volpe and unanimously carried:
