	Mayor Smart called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM and upon roll call members of the Council were present.  The Mayor then read the following statement:  “This is an Executive Meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Haworth.  I am informed by the Clerk that adequate public notice has been provided by mailing notice to The Record, by posting a notice on the bulletin board in the Municipal Center, by filing a copy of the notice in the office of the Municipal Clerk and by mailing notice to all persons who requested same and prepaid the same.”

Appointment of Interim Chief Financial Officer

	Mayor Smart explained that three weeks ago Ms. Dawn Wheeler resigned as the Chief Financial Officer after 28 years of service to the Borough.  He said he then began the process for her replacement, speaking with the Borough’s Auditor who indicated there are not many qualified people available and recommended an interim at this time in order to conduct a proper search.  He said there are firms in the State who provide professionals - Jersey Professional Management and the Canning Group, he sought input from the Council and said some towns have full-time CFO’s, some part time and some share a CFO.  The Mayor said Mr. Weiss and Mr. Rosenberg met with the prospective candidate, Mr. Mariniello.

	Mr. Michael Mariniello was introduced, stating that Jersey Professional Management assists towns and at present he is completing training of a person in Englewood, in Saddle River he is training the acting CFO, completing a tour in Teterboro and working in Loch Arbour.  He said he can do financial statements, prepare budgets and works with the Borough’s present computer program.  He noted he would stay in Haworth while the need is here.

	Mrs. Duffy asked when Mr. Mariniello could start. He responded it could be tomorrow since he is finishing his work in two of the towns.  He said he would start here with three days week.

	Mr. Poosikian commented this was an unorthodox vetting of a potential employee, usually a committee does this and asked what Mr. Mariniello does for Jersey Professional Management.
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Appointment of Interim Chief Financial Officer – cont’d.

	Mr. Mariniello responded there is a small staff and explained what they do.

	Mr. Poosikian asked if there were any other candidates available.

	Mr. Mariniello said there are not many who have the expertise.

	Other questions included Mr. Marinielo’s hours, the method of payment, how his hourly rate was set and several items in the proposal.

	The discussion will continue in closed session and Mr. Mariniello left the meeting.

Regulations for Storage of Boats

	Mayor Smart noted a lengthy discussion was held at the last council meeting and as a result Mr. Regan has prepared an ordinance for these regulations.

	Mrs. Duffy referred to the proper storage of boats.

	Mr. Poosikian said residents have tolerated this issue for a long time and suggested a 30 day grace period for residents presently storing a boat to get the boat to a permanent location.

	Mr. Rosenberg discussed the limits of the boat size, where to put it in a limited time period, perhaps permitting them in a driveway for only three days.

	Enforcement of the ordinance by the Police was discussed and permits issued for temporary storage by the Clerk’s office.

	The revised ordinance will be introduced at the next meeting.

Trash Collection Bids

	Mayor Smart explained the present trash collection contract was only for one year when awarded and there were too many options bid last time.

	Mr. Weiss suggested options of one and three year contracts, twice a week pick up, curb side and rear yard pick-ups to be bid.

	Mr. Poosikian noted the leaf composting contract at the DPW yard expires at the end of this year.
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Pleasant Street Land Sale

	This was a request to purchase Borough property, Block 1701, Lot 5 on Beacon Street by an adjoining property owner on Pleasant Street.

	Mayor Smart suggested a lower price be offered to see if there is still interest in this purchase.

	It was concurred that Mr. Regan send out letters to the contiguous property owners for their interest.

Vacation of Portion of Elm Street

	Mr. Regan referred to Ordinance 12-16 which provided for this vacation, however an issue has arisen because the ordinance did not contain a legal description for one of the properties.  He recommended it be re-drafted and to obtain a metes and bounds description.  The ordinance will be introduced at the next meeting.

Open Meeting to Public

	The meeting was opened to the period of public discussion.

	Mr. D. Diamant, Schraalenburgh Road referred to the present curb side collection of garbage which he objected to and noted in the past the public had been consulted on this issue.

	Ms. D. Gates, 382 Pine Lane, referred to a fire pit in the rear yard of 374 Pine Lane burning in her back yard which causes smoke to come onto her property and she has a speaker that blares music.  She said that she and this neighbor do not get along.  Ms. Gates said she has called the Police regarding the fire unattended and felt they should issue a summons, also the smoke is a health issue she said.  She then referred to branches from Borough trees hanging over her property which she was told the Shade Tree Commission has to be informed to look at.

	Mr. Rosenberg said he will refer Ms. Gates’ concerns to the Police Department.	

	Ms. J. Heit, 266 Maple Street referred to the request by the former owner of her home to vacate a portion of Elm Avenue adjoining her property and now she has placed a shed on the other property owner’s portion of the vacated street.

	Mr. Regan commented the new ordinance discussed earlier in the meeting will be in her favor and correct the issues.

	Mr. A. Anderson, Garfield St., asked when this new boat ordinance will be published.

	Mr. Regan responded it will be published after introduction at the next meeting.
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Open Meeting to Public – cont’d.

	Ms. B. Borghi, St. Nicholas Avenue asked why the Borough vacates streets.

	Mayor Smart explained if the Borough is not using a paper street and a resident requests to take it over it results in additional revenue for the town through property taxes when the property is added to the resident’s property.

	Mr. A. Reithmayr, Ambulance Corps member noted that members are not getting the active 9-1-1 calls all the time.

	Mayor Smart noted the County needs to be informed when this happens and a copy sent to him.

	Mr. Reithmayr questioned DPW employees being members of the Ambulance Corps. 

	Mr. Volpe responded that the Department is down two employees, the Fire Department is in need of assistance from DPW members who are fire fighters and noted a problem when employees are taken away for a period of time when responding to fire calls.

	Mr. Poosikian noted the DPW is in a hiring phase now and if both the Ambulance Corps and the Fire Department need assistance members of the Department should be required to serve both.

	Mayor Smart said the council needs to know the staffing needs for the Ambulance Corps and Fire Department.

	Mr. Reithmayr said the Ambulance Corps needs three people and are short on daytime responders.

	Mr. Reithmayr then referred to the re-paving on Contant Avenue to the terminus however it appears it may stop at the bridge in the area and not go that far.

	Mr. Volpe responded that the engineer went with the DPW to the site, they are trying to extend the street and he will follow up on the matter.

	Mr. Rosenberg referred to the possibility of not sounding the train horn at the Haworth Avenue crossing.

	Mayor Smart explained the process for establishing a Quiet Zone, submitting applications and what is involved, noting the cost is between $18,000 and $20,000.
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Open Meeting to Public – cont’d.

	Mr. Chval Woodland Pl. referred to the earlier discussion regarding the hiring of a temporary CFO and asked if the current assistant in the finance office would be given more hours.

	Mayor Smart replied she has asked not to be a full time employee.

	As there were no further comments, the meeting was closed to public discussion.

Close Meeting to Public

	The following resolution was offered by Mr. Rosenberg, seconded by Mr. Bain and unanimously carried at 9:35PM:

	As there was no further business to come before the Council the meeting adjourned at 10:45PM on motion duly offered, seconded and carried.
